	Course Description:
	AP Statistics is the high school equivalent of a one semester college statistics course. In this course, students develop strategies for collecting, organizing, analyzing, and drawing conclusions from data. Students design, administer, and tabulate results from surveys and experiments. Probability and simulations aid students in constructing models for chance phenomena. Sampling distributions provide the logical structure for confidence intervals and hypothesis tests. Students use a TI-84 or TI-Nspire graphing calculator, Fathom and Minitab statistical software, and Web-based java applets to investigate statistical concepts. To develop effective statistical communication skills, students are required to prepare frequent and oral analyses of real data. This is the third in the sequence of mathematics courses designed to ensure that students are prepared to take higher level mathematics courses during their high school/college career.  The following units will be covered during the year:

Instruction and assessment will include the appropriate use of manipulatives and technology. Topics will be represented in multiple ways, such as concrete/ pictorial, verbal/written, numeric/data-based, graphical, and symbolic methods. Concepts will be introduced and used, where appropriate, in the context of realistic phenomena.
The date for the AP Exam will be in May. Review materials will be set up in the spring  DURING HAWK HOUR to prepare for this. It will be up to you to review for this with the given websites and materials. I will be available to assist you in any way possible.  We also will be incorporating a number of AP Exam sample questions in class during the semester. 
Students enrolled in this AP Statistics course are encouraged to take the AP exam.

The College Board’s AP Exam is the final exam for this course. There will be a final exam for AP Statistics in the week preceding the end of school for those who elect not to take the AP Exam.

Simply scribbling lines down the paper in blue and black pen is NOT what we consider colorful!

6.       If you are absent and need to make up a keeper, skip a page in your notebook and borrow a friend’s keeper.  THIS IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY!

7.       Have your notebooks in class every day.
